As with the example Agreement to Mediate we provided, the document below is provided as an example of what key elements might be used as the final agreement reached for the case study in Day One of PeaceWise’s Everyday Mediation course.  
Giving it to you as elements means you can then tailor it for your circumstances.

Again, it’s provided by way of “possible example” only, and what you decide is appropriate for your cases will very much be influenced by your context.

Note that the spacing given below is NOT intended to be guidance on how big each section should be – you need to work that out on a case by case basis depending on what is suitable.

TEMPLATE EXAMPLE OF ELEMENTS THAT CAN APPEAR IN A FINAL AGREEMENT IN AN INFORMAL MEDIATION CASE

[NAME OF AGREEEMENT – e.g. WHAT WE AGREE MOVING FORWARD] 
[Describe what the parties have done in carrying out mediation.   Frame the description in positive terms – see example given] 
[Include a suitable very short summary of what happened (that is, key outcomes achieved) and key biblical principles that featured in the mediation process and how they will be relevant moving forward]

[List each issue, and document what was agreed by each party separately and collectively.  This section is likely to be the longest part of the agreement]

[Describe what will be done to ensure the success of what has been agreed, including any check-in meetings or activities by or with the parties or the mediator or other third-party stakeholders]
[Deal with the issue of whether or not the agreement is intended to be legally binding.  In the context of Everyday mediation, normally it won’t be.]
